What are NWEA assessments used for?

NWEA assessments are used to measure your stugengsess or growth in school. You may
have a chart in your home on which you mark yould&hheight at certain times, such as on his
or her birthday. This is a growth chart. It showsvimuch he or she has grown from one year to
the next. NWEA assessments are like the growtht,cheacept they measure your student’s
growth in mathematics, reading, language usageseirdce skills. The scale used to measure
your child’s progress is called the RIT scale (RaselT). The RIT scale is an equal-interval
scale much like feet and inches on a yardstidk. used to chart your student’s academic growth
from year to year.

How do teachers use the test scores?

NWEA tests are important to teachers because tbep ttack of progress and growth in basic
skills. They let teachers know where a studentangjths are and if help is needed in any
specific areas. Teachers use this information lp them guide instruction in the classroom.

What is the average score?

RIT scores range from about 140 to 300. Studepisdity start at the 140 to 190 level in the
third grade and progress to the 240 to 300 levdligly school. RIT scores make it possible to
follow a student’s educational growth from yeayéar.

What subjects does MAP assess?
We are using the MAP tests in the area of mathesatid reading assessments.

How long does it take to complete a test?
Although the tests are not timed, students ustiakg about one hour to complete each test.

Do all students in the same grade take the same tes

No. NWEA assessments are designed to target argtsideademic performance in
mathematics, reading, language usage, and sci€hese tests are tailored to an individual’s
current achievement level. This gives each studédair opportunity to show what he or she
knows and can do. If a school uses MAP, the comp@djeists the difficulty of the questions so
that each student takes a unique test.
